LEADERS IN TRAINING (L.I.T.) INFO & APPLICATION - Summer 2012

Leaders in Training is designed to mentor and encourage young Christian leaders to serve in their home
church or as potential cabin leaders as future members of Lake Beauty’s summer staff. If you have ever
thought about being a part of Summer Staff this is the opportunity for you to see what it takes to be a part
of the team that we hire each and every summer. This summer, we are excited to offer two separate two-
week sessions! The design of this program is to help you understand better the gifts that God has placed in
you, and how you can use them to be a disciple of Christ in all areas of your life. Thus the program offers
a variety of seminars, work projects, and opportunities to shadow a staff member. We feel that having
these two directly consecutive weeks will provide much greater learning opportunities for participants.

Lake Beauty’s L.1.T. program is based on Matthew 20:27-28, where Jesus is telling His disciples,
“Whoever is to be the first among you must be the servant of all, for even the Son of Man came not to be
served but to serve.”

Experience recognizes that developing leadership skills is a continual process.
L.L.T. is designed to help young men and women in this continuing process by cultivating Christian
leadership qualities and spiritual disciplines.

L.1.T. provides an opportunity to:

Develop your leadership potential.

Examine your strengths, weaknesses, values and goals.

Grow through an honest evaluation.

Sharpen your perspectives through open discussion with peers.

Experience a sense of accomplishment by participating in a challenging work experience with
fellow participants.

Prepare as future camp cabin leaders, summer staff, volunteers, and emerging leaders within the
church, our communities, and the world.

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Who may apply for L.1.T.?
You may apply, if in fall 2012, you are entering grades 10, 11, or 12, or if you are a graduating senior.

When is L.1.T. offered?
L.L.T. is a two week program, and we will have two sessions this summer (2012).
Session One will be June 17-28. Session Two will be July 15-26.

What is the cost to attend L.1.T.?

L.1.T. costs $330. Early registration discounts do not apply to L.I.T. Please do not include payment
with your application. You will be notified of your acceptance into the program at which time you may
mail your registration payment or simply wait to pay until you arrive. If you desire you can raise money
for L.1.T. like for a missions trip. See if family, friends, or your church will help support you in this
experience. Some churches may provide scholarships for a program like this.

How do you apply?

We suggest you talk about your desire to attend L.1.T. with your parents, youth director and pastor. Then:
1. Find a “quiet” place to sit down and complete your application.
2. Send your completed application to LBBC no later than May 15, 2012 to be considered.



3. Hand out reference forms to the appropriate people and ask them to mail the completed forms
directly to LBBC. You may want to provide a pre-addressed, stamped envelope for those who
will be providing references for you.
