PACKING LIST F.A.Q.
WHAT COUNTS AS “CLOSED-TOE” SHOES?
Closed-toe shoes are those that cover your feet completely and are securely fastened to your
feet. For our ropes activities and other games we play at camp, crocs do not qualify as
“closed-toe.” Though, you can still bring them with to wear otherwise!

I GET HEADACHES SOMETIMES? CAN I BRING MY *HEADACHE RELIEF*?
Any medications (including both over-the-counter and prescription) that are not needed on a
daily basis or essential for health (such as EpiPens) must be left at home. If your camper needs
any assistance during their time at camp, our nurses will be happy to help them feel better!

For necessary medications, parents must check them in with the nurse upon arrival. These
medications will be dispensed according to the instructions provided on the health forms or
communicated at check-in.

I NEVER SLEEP WITHOUT MUSIC! CAN I BRING MY IPOD/PHONE JUST FOR NIGHTTIME?
It can be hard, but we do not allow any electronics for your week at camp. Even our camp 
staff are discouraged from electronic use! Often times, your cabin leader or buddy might read 
a book at night to help people fall asleep.

I DON’T HAVE A BIBLE TO BRING WITH! WHAT SHOULD I DO?
At Lake Beauty, we never want a camper to be without a Bible. With the help of churches and
families that support Lake Beauty, we have a full supply of Bibles to give to anyone who 
doesn’t have one, to keep forever!

I WANT TO BUY THINGS FROM THE CANTEEN/CAMP STORE, CAN I BRING CASH/ 
MY DEBIT CARD?
With the assistance of our registration tool, Campwise, we have all campers add funds to 
their account through Campwise and use money electronically. All cash and/or cards cannot 
be used during the week, so should not be brought to camp.

WHAT SHOULD I DO IF MY ITEMS ARE LOST WHILE AT CAMP?
Lake Beauty seeks to help campers return home with all their belongings. You can assist us by
marking all items that your camper brings to Lake Beauty. A packing list for the way home is a
great way to keep track! If an item is determined to be missing, alert the Lake Beauty staff at
your earliest convenience

DRESS CODE F.A.Q.
WHAT IS THE DRESS CODE?
Clothing:

Wear a shirt at all times outside of your cabin unless you are at the waterfront.
No cut-off t-shirts.
Short-shorts and tank tops where you can see your bra or cleavage are not permitted.
Shoes are required unless in the waterfront.

Swimwear:
Women: two-piece swimsuits may be worn with a non-white t-shirt over it. 
Women: two-piece swimsuits where the midriff is not always showing are permissible
without a t-shirt in the waterfront.
Men: speedos or trunks that fall above mid-thigh are not permitted.
